Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that the Lord God had made. He 
said to the woman, “Did God actually say, ‘You shall not eat of any tree in the garden’?” 2 And the 
woman said to the serpent, “We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden, 3 but God said, ‘You 
shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the midst of the garden, neither shall you touch it, lest 
you die.’” 4 But the serpent said to the woman, “You will not surely die. 5 For God knows that when 
you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” 6 So when 
the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the 
tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave some to her 
husband who was with her, and he ate. 7 Then the eyes of both were opened, and they knew that they 
were naked. And they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves loincloths.


8 And they heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and the man 
and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the Lord God among the trees of the garden. 9 But 
the Lord God called to the man and said to him, “Where are you?” 10 And he said, “I heard the sound 
of you in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked, and I hid myself.” 11 He said, “Who told 
you that you were naked? Have you eaten of the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?” 12 The 
man said, “The woman whom you gave to be with me, she gave me fruit of the tree, and I ate.” 
13 Then the Lord God said to the woman, “What is this that you have done?” The woman said, “The 
serpent deceived me, and I ate.”


14 The Lord God said to the serpent, “Because you have done this, cursed are you above all livestock 
and above all beasts of the field; on your belly you shall go, and dust you shall eat all the days of your 
life. 15 I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring[e] and her 
offspring; he shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise his heel.” 16 To the woman he said, “I will 
surely multiply your pain in childbearing; in pain you shall bring forth children. Your desire shall be 
contrary to your husband, but he shall rule over you.” 17 And to Adam he said, “Because you have 
listened to the voice of your wife and have eaten of the tree of which I commanded you, ’You shall not 
eat of it,’ cursed is the ground because of you; in pain you shall eat of it all the days of your life; 18  
thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you; and you shall eat the plants of the field. 19  By the sweat 
of your face you shall eat bread, till you return to the ground, for out of it you were taken; for you are 
dust, and to dust you shall return.” 20 The man called his wife's name Eve, because she was the 
mother of all living. 21 And the Lord God made for Adam and for his wife garments of skins and 
clothed them. 22 Then the Lord God said, “Behold, the man has become like one of us in knowing 
good and evil. Now, lest he reach out his hand and take also of the tree of life and eat, and live forever
—” 23 therefore the Lord God sent him out from the garden of Eden to work the ground from which 
he was taken. 24 He drove out the man, and at the east of the garden of Eden he placed the cherubim 
and a flaming sword that turned every way to guard the way to the tree of life. — Genesis 3

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THE CALL OF ABRAM AND GOD’S COVENANT WITH 
HIM

12:1 Now the Lord said to Abram, “Go from your country and your kindred and your father's house to 
the land that I will show you. 2 And I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless you and make 
your name great, so that you will be a blessing. 3 I will bless those who bless you, and him who 
dishonors you I will curse, and in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.” 


4 So Abram went, as the Lord had told him, and Lot went with him. Abram was seventy-five years old 
when he departed from Haran. 5 And Abram took Sarai his wife, and Lot his brother's son, and all 
their possessions that they had gathered, and the people that they had acquired in Haran, and they 
set out to go to the land of Canaan. When they came to the land of Canaan, 6 Abram passed through 
the land to the place at Shechem, to the oak of Moreh. At that time the Canaanites were in the land. 
7 Then the Lord appeared to Abram and said, “To your offspring I will give this land.” So he built there 
an altar to the Lord, who had appeared to him. 8 From there he moved to the hill country on the east 
of Bethel and pitched his tent, with Bethel on the west and Ai on the east. And there he built an altar 
to the Lord and called upon the name of the Lord. 9 And Abram journeyed on, still going toward the 
Negeb.


15:1 After these things the word of the Lord came to Abram in a vision: “Fear not, Abram, I am your 
shield; your reward shall be very great.” 2 But Abram said, “O Lord God, what will you give me, for I 
continue childless, and the heir of my house is Eliezer of Damascus?” 3 And Abram said, “Behold, you 
have given me no offspring, and a member of my household will be my heir.” 4 And behold, the word 
of the Lord came to him: “This man shall not be your heir; your very own son shall be your heir.” 5 And 
he brought him outside and said, “Look toward heaven, and number the stars, if you are able to 
number them.” Then he said to him, “So shall your offspring be.” 6 And he believed the Lord, and he 
counted it to him as righteousness. 


7 And he said to him, “I am the Lord who brought you out from Ur of the Chaldeans to give you this 
land to possess.” 8 But he said, “O Lord God, how am I to know that I shall possess it?” 9 He said to 
him, “Bring me a heifer three years old, a female goat three years old, a ram three years old, a 
turtledove, and a young pigeon.” 10 And he brought him all these, cut them in half, and laid each half 
over against the other. But he did not cut the birds in half. 11 And when birds of prey came down on 
the carcasses, Abram drove them away.


12 As the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell on Abram. And behold, dreadful and great darkness 
fell upon him. 13 Then the Lord said to Abram, “Know for certain that your offspring will be sojourners 
in a land that is not theirs and will be servants there, and they will be afflicted for four hundred years. 
14 But I will bring judgment on the nation that they serve, and afterward they shall come out with 
great possessions. 15 As for you, you shall go to your fathers in peace; you shall be buried in a good 
old age. 16 And they shall come back here in the fourth generation, for the iniquity of the Amorites is 
not yet complete.” 


17 When the sun had gone down and it was dark, behold, a smoking fire pot and a flaming torch 
passed between these pieces. 18 On that day the Lord made a covenant with Abram, saying, “To your 
offspring I give this land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the river Euphrates, 19 the land of 
the Kenites, the Kenizzites, the Kadmonites, 20 the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Rephaim, 21 the 
Amorites, the Canaanites, the Girgashites and the Jebusites.”

15 When Joseph's brothers saw that their father was dead, they said, “It may be that Joseph will hate 
us and pay us back for all the evil that we did to him.” 16 So they sent a message to Joseph, saying, 
“Your father gave this command before he died: 17 ‘Say to Joseph, “Please forgive the transgression of 
your brothers and their sin, because they did evil to you.”’ And now, please forgive the transgression 
of the servants of the God of your father.” Joseph wept when they spoke to him. 18 His brothers also 
came and fell down before him and said, “Behold, we are your servants.” 19 But Joseph said to them, 
“Do not fear, for am I in the place of God? 20 As for you, you meant evil against me, but God meant it 
for good, to bring it about that many people should be kept alive, as they are today. 21 So do not fear; I 
will provide for you and your little ones.” Thus he comforted them and spoke kindly to them.


22 So Joseph remained in Egypt, he and his father's house. Joseph lived 110 years. 23 And Joseph saw 
Ephraim's children of the third generation. The children also of Machir the son of Manasseh 
were counted as Joseph's own. 24 And Joseph said to his brothers, “I am about to die, but God will 
visit you and bring you up out of this land to the land that he swore to Abraham, to Isaac, and to 
Jacob.” 25 Then Joseph made the sons of Israel swear, saying, “God will surely visit you, and you shall 
carry up my bones from here.” 26 So Joseph died, being 110 years old. They embalmed him, and he 
was put in a coffin in Egypt.

13 Then Moses said to God, “If I come to the people of Israel and say to them, ‘The God of your fathers 
has sent me to you,’ and they ask me, ‘What is his name?’ what shall I say to them?” 14 God said to 
Moses, “I am who I am.” And he said, “Say this to the people of Israel: ‘I am has sent me to 
you.’” 15 God also said to Moses, “Say this to the people of Israel: ‘The Lord, the God of your fathers, 
the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you.’ This is my name 
forever, and thus I am to be remembered throughout all generations. 16 Go and gather the elders of

with milk and honey.”’ 18 And they will listen to your voice, and you and the elders of Israel shall go to 
the king of Egypt and say to him, ‘The Lord, the God of the Hebrews, has met with us; and now, please 
let us go a three days' journey into the wilderness, that we may sacrifice to the Lord our God.’ 19 But I 
know that the king of Egypt will not let you go unless compelled by a mighty hand. 20 So I will stretch 
out my hand and strike Egypt with all the wonders that I will do in it; after that he will let you 
go.21 And I will give this people favor in the sight of the Egyptians; and when you go, you shall not go 
empty.


3 I appeared to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, as God Almighty, but by my name the Lord I did not 
make myself known to them. 4 I also established my covenant with them to give them the land of 
Canaan, the land in which they lived as sojourners.


33 The Egyptians were urgent with the people to send them out of the land in haste. For they said, 
“We shall all be dead.” 34 So the people took their dough before it was leavened, their kneading bowls 
being bound up in their cloaks on their shoulders. 35 The people of Israel had also done as Moses told 
them, for they had asked the Egyptians for silver and gold jewelry and for clothing. 36 And 
the Lord had given the people favor in the sight of the Egyptians, so that they let them have what 
they asked. Thus they plundered the Egyptians.
